For pools with polystyrene blocks, a specific flange (Thermopack) is available (extended
bracket).

The fixings must be installed so that the winding shaft is perfectly perpendicular to the pool and level.
Drill with a 210mm drill bit suitable for the material.

Insert the anchors and then secure the supports using hex head screws and washers.

Don't forget to place the soft protection between the flange and the pool.

1.3 Installation of the winding shaft

Check the presence of the shaft/slat connection straps on the winding shaft.
Use a strap to lower the shaft into the pit by inserting the shaft already on the flange opposite the
motor side into the winding shaft.

2.1 Case 1 - Fixing the beam support to the wall

pool.

2.2 Case 2 - Fixing the beam support under the coping
The brackets must be installed so that the beam is perfectly perpendicular to the pool wall.
Drill through the two holes using a 10mm drill bit suitable for the material.
Insert the anchors and then secure the supports using hex head screws and washers.

Next, secure the beam supports with the locknuts, ensuring they are level with each other and also
aligned with the resting area at the end of the pool.

2.3 Case 3 - Fixing the partition wall and beam support
under the coping

Measure the depth of your pit to adjust, if necessary, the length of the bracket and the rail.

Be careful, the brackets have a specific orientation (right and left). The screw that is not
e aligned with the others is on the pit side.

Be careful, the space between the beam and the water level must be at least 30mm, as well
o as the space between the wall and the water level, which should also be a minimum of
30mm.

The brackets must be installed so that the beam is perfectly perpendicular to the pool wall.
If necessary, cut the bracket to adjust it to the depth of your pool.

Drill the two holes using a 10mm drill bit suitable for the material.

Insert the anchors and then secure the supports using hex head screws and washers.

If the wall height is greater than 80 cm, secure the reinforcement arm present on the flange to the
bracket with a washer and a locknut.

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Adjust the length of the rails by cutting them to the correct size. Screw the bottom rail end cap into the
rail, then secure the rails on both sides using washers and locknuts.

Insert the panels of the wall into the rails by sliding them in.
Clip the top rail cover and the top cover for the partition wall.

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STEP 3 - Installation of the slatted cover
3.1 Slats orientation

The top of the slat is slightly curved, while the bottom is flat. The open side of the slat is oriented
towards the end of the pool, and the male part is oriented towards the axis.

Finishing trim

With the movement of the water, in some cases, the first slat may damage the wall on the opposite side
of the mechanism. We recommend placing a finishing trim, which is provided in the package, to protect
the wall.

e The box with the first and last slats is labeled with a "Start/End" tag.

3.2 Fixing the slats to the shaft

Take a single slat and slide it into the straps.
Balance the position of the straps on the slat towards their attachment point.
Once the alignment is correct and balanced, connect this slat to one or more other slats.

| —

The position can be
adjusted by sliding.

e The straps, due to their flexibility, will fit into the slat connection without the need for cutting.

3.3 Slats assembly

To assemble the 6-slat strips, simply insert the tab into the groove at one end, then, with a wrist motion,
tilt the slats up and down until the entire length is assembled.

Assembly method by threading:

The slats with welded caps clip or thread together. You will notice that each package of 6 slats contains
the first and last slats without caps, allowing for assembly by threading. Once threaded, clip a left and
right cap to secure the connection.

To disassemble the slats, remove the cap using an electrician's screwdriver to unclip the cap.
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Assembly method by clipping:

Insert the locking trim along the length of the first slat.

Condensation may appear inside the transparent and solar PVC slats, such as Polycarbonate;
this is a normal phenomenon.

3.4 Slats number
Depending on the length of your pool, a certain number of slats is determined.

We systematically deliver additional slats to account for potential damage during transport or
installation.

The table below provides the recommended number of slats based on the length of your pool.

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3.5 Special cases

Stairs

If there is a presence of a staircase, you must lock the slats with the locking profile.
Cut a piece of the locking profile to the desired length and then insert it into the groove of the previous
slat.

Guiding
The slats must follow a smooth direction without any blockage during

rolling and unrolling.
To facilitate unrolling, some options are provided with the cover:

e Skis for the inclination of the first slat

e Cover deflector (angle to divert the slats, in the case of a
staircase, skimmer, etc.).

3.6 Unclip aslat

Sliding method:
To disassemble the slats, carefully remove the cap using an electrician's screwdriver to unclip the cap.

Then, slide the slats.

Clipping method:
To unclip a slat, you need to compress the two slats together, tilt the right slat downwards to release the
upper part of the tab.

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Next, pull the right slat upwards to release the lower part of the tab.

Finally, with an up-and-down motion of the slats, you will be able to release the slat.

Be cautious, as using a flat object to lift the tab may seem tempting, but the risk of damaging the slats
is very high.

PVC or Polycarbonate slats, when in contact with friction (counterweights, skimmers, return jets, etc.),
may develop scratches of varying degrees depending on the chosen color. It is the responsibility of the
installer to take the necessary measures to minimize this phenomenon.

3.8 Interchangeables wings

If necessary, the wings can be removed or added to adapt to the pool. A space between the edge of the
pool and the slats of 30mm minimum and 70mm maximum (combined from both widths) must be
maintained. If this is not the case, it is possible to remove the standard fin to reduce by 7.5 or 0.2mm
per side, or add accessory wings to gain 7.5 or Smm per side.

3.9 Installation of the Beam and counterweights

Insert a hexagonal head screw into the groove of the beam at each end.
Place the beam into the supports and secure it with a washer and a lock nut.
Ensure that at least 25mm of the support is in contact with the beam.

Adjust the position of the bracket on the beam, then insert the counterweight strap into the loop.

The speed ramp allows you to gradually accelerate or decelerate the motor during startup or approach
phases to the end of the cycle.

To enhance the safety of your cover, place safety hooks at the end of the apron. These hooks are
mandatory in France to comply with the NF P 90-308 standard.
When the cover closes the pool, the apron is locked.

Maintenance is the responsibility of the customer. Walter covers require very little maintenance. In fact,
simply cleaning the slats twice a year (in spring and autumn) will ensure their longevity. You can use a
regular sponge (non-abrasive side) with soapy water and clean the slats as they unroll from the grid.

Impact of water quality on materials.

e 0.5<Chlorine < 3mg/!
e Chloride concentration should not exceed 5000ppm
o Water temperature < 35°C
e Conductivity: < 2.1mS/cm
e lron<0.2mg/l

e Bromine between 1.5 and 2.5g/m3

Never fill the pool with water containing iron (from wells, artesian wells, etc.) as it could permanently

damage the equipment.

Exceeding the recommended values is one of the most frequent causes of corrosion on parts. Whether
the dosages are automatic or manual, they may not be as accurate as desired. Therefore, we
recommend regularly measuring the water quality to ensure the acceptable values are being respected.
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- Components directly related to the pool are sensitive to oxidation due to a combination of factors
(water splashes, condensation, evaporation) that can lead to a high concentration of chlorides. Regular
and thorough cleaning can prevent rust spots. WARNING: the use of detergents, sulfuric acid, etc. is
prohibited.

+ Also avoid:

Ensuring that the surface of stainless steel materials is not damaged during handling
Any alteration of stainless steel components removes the protective "passivation" layer

Using standard steel tools on stainless steel parts causes "carbon contamination’

- In case of material damage (visible holes), the affected parts must be replaced.

- Corrosion is always caused by poorly controlled water treatment, improper use of materials, or
failure of the water grounding system, which is why the manufacturer's warranty cannot be
invoked.

Influence of water quality on plastic parts, especially the
slats:

The PVC and PC used by Walter are of superior quality. However, excessive chlorine or other
pool chemicals will shorten the lifespan of the slats.

All slats, except white, sand, and light gray PVC, should be protected from direct sun exposure
when not in contact with water.

PVC and PC slats must benefit from continuous water circulation when the cover is deployed
over the pool. If the filtration system is not running, excessive heat can irreversibly damage the
slats as well as the pool lining (liner, reinforced PVC, resins, etc.). The electrical box supplied
with the cover can easily manage forced filtration start-up.

WARNING: The use of a variable-speed filtration pump must be set to a minimum speed
capable of ensuring water circulation under the slats. For "solar" slats, low speed may still be
insufficient, potentially causing excessive heat that could irreversibly warp the slats.

Temperature differences between pool water and ambient air can create a bimetallic effect on
the slats. This results in the ends of the slats dipping into the water (when the air is warmer
than the pool water) or the ends of the slats lifting out of the water (when the pool water is
warmer than the air). This effect is more noticeable on darker-colored slats.

Slats are extruded products, and a tolerance of 2mm/m is acceptable without any negative
effects.

In the event of a partial replacement of the cover or the addition of slats later, there may be a
visible color difference.

In case of partial slat replacement, color differences are inevitable.
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Winterization

Active Winterization:

e |n case of freezing, never attempt to operate your cover.
e For winterizing your pool, there is a winter cover screen for the cover: SLAT PROTECT PREMIUM.

SLAT PROTECT PREMIUM is the perfect complement for an above-ground or submerged roller cover.
The protective cover is made to the interior dimensions of the pool and is secured directly to the cover
with small Sandow clips. SLAT PROTECT LITE or PREMIUM prevents the accumulation of dirt, leaves, or
pine needles on the roller slats, thus preventing contamination and discoloration of the slats.

Passive Winterization:

+ The water level should not be lowered.

Maintenance

After any bad weather or impact from a foreign object on the cover, an inspection should be carried out
to check the integrity of the slats and anchoring systems.

An annual check of the safety straps, slat tensioning straps, and slats is necessary.

If wear or anomalies are detected, replacement should be carried out before any further operation.
Spare parts must be original or comply with the specifications in the document.

Safety

The axle should not be used as a bench; do not sit on it. The pool safety cover is designed to prevent
children under the age of five from accessing the pool. A child can drown in less than three minutes ; no
type of protection will ever replace the supervision and vigilance of a responsible adult.

Warning - The pool can pose a serious danger to your children. Drowning can happen very quickly.
Children near a pool require your vigilance and active supervision, even if they know how to swim.

Warning - The physical presence of a responsible adult is essential when the pool is open.
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Learn the lifesaving gestures.

Memorize and display near the pool the emergency contact numbers:

- Firefighters: (18 in France or 112 from a mobile phone)
+ SAMU (Emergency Medical Service): (15 in France)
» Poison Control Center.

The person performing the operation must ensure there are no bathers present and must always keep
an eye on the pool during opening or closing operations. It is essential to fully open or close the cover,
never leaving it in an intermediate position.

This cover does not replace common sense or individual responsibility. It is also not intended to
substitute for the vigilance of parents and/or responsible adults, who remain the key factor in protecting
young children.

WARNING — Safety is only ensured when the cover is closed, locked, and properly installed
according to the manufacturer's instructions.
- The cover must always be installed when the house is unoccupied, even for a short period.
- Check for the absence of swimmers or foreign objects in the pool before and during operation.
- Store the devices and/or tools necessary to operate the covers out of children's reach.
- The operation of the mechanism should only be carried out by a responsible adult.
- Do not allow anyone to climb, walk on, or jump on the safety cover or its system.

- Take all necessary measures to prevent young children from accessing the pool until the cover
is repaired or in case of malfunction preventing proper closing and securing of the pool or
during the temporary unavailability of the equipment or pool.

Follow the water level guidelines specified by the manufacturer.

Warranty conditions

The warranty is granted when the normal conditions of installation, use, winterizing, and maintenance are
respected. WALTER ensures the replacement of defective parts during the warranty period, starting from
the commissioning date. The installation and repairs of the automatic cover must be carried out by a
qualified technician.
